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Sleepy Employees May Be Putting the

Snooze on Productivity

You may have noticed them hovering
around the coffee pot several times al

day Droopy eyes. Constant yawning.

Delayed reaction time. Irritable to all
who dare address them. These
employees are probably sleep depriv
and they may be putting the snooze
your companys safety initiatives and
its bottom line.

Sleepiness is a significant cause of
motor vehicle accidents resulting in a
two to seven-fold increase in risk.
Increased sleeplessness is driving
largely by broad social changes,
including greater reliance on longer
work hours, shift work, and greater
access to television and the Internet,
but physiological factors such as
obesity also play a key part.

The need for sleep awareness has
continued to groywdriven by several
epidemics in our country: obesity and
our culture of a 24-hour society have
led to increasing problems related to
sleep deprivation. Sufficient sleep

amounts to approximately eight hours

a day Getting less than that can lead
to impaired math skills, thought
process or memonshift workers in
general tend to get an hour less of
sleep per day than day workers.
Working night shifts may disturb
employees’ circadian rhythms or even
cause them to get less sleep overall.

Lack of sleep has other indirect affect|
Sleeplessness can also lead to obes
and weight gain, as sleep-deprived
individuals often increase their caloric
intake. Research suggests that a
person sleeping four hours is hungrig
despite receiving the same amount of
calories as someone sleeping eight

tyanother simple tool that can be used in

hours. Obesity can then lead to
diabetes, hypertension or other health
problems, as well as decreased
productivity and increased absentee-
ism.

Individuals can combat sleep depriva-
tion in the workplace. The first thing
that should be done is to break up the
monotony of repetitive tasks. The
attention does wane, especially in a
sleep-deprived individual, usually after
a 1-2 hour period. Try to take frequent
short breaks.

The buddy system is another tech-
nigue that can help prevent issues of
safety If one employee notices his
partner is looking tired or starting to
make mistakes, he can encourage him
to take a break. Proper lighting is

the workplace to help sleep-deprived
workers. Using high-intensity lighting
can be a stimulating or alerting

r influence for workers.

First Death From
Swine Flu in OC

The Orange County Health Care
Agency has reported that a middle-
aged man is the first person in Orang
County to die from HINI influenza, alsd
known as the Swine Flu. Currently
there is no vaccine available to prote
against the Swine Flu, but there are
actions that people can take to help
prevent the spread of germs that cau
influenza illness.

Symptoms & Prevention

The symptoms of Swine Flu are
essentially indistinguishable from the
familiar misery of seasonal flu: fever
coughing, sore throat, body aches,
headaches, sometimes vomiting and
diarrhea. The CDC suggests people
worried about such symptoms call
their doctoy especially if they live in a
community with Swine Flu cases or
have traveled to such an area. For
more serious problems like difficulty
breathing, call for emergency medical
attention. Just like regular seasonal f
virus, the Swine Flu virus is thought t
spread on droplets emitted by cough
ing and sneezing or deposited on
hands and surfaces, then transferred
to nose or mouth. Thus, practicing th
usual precautions will help prevent itg
spread:

1. Use atissue when you cough or
sheeze, and throw it away promptfy
you don’t have a tissue, cough into
your sleeve.

2. Wash your hands thoroughly and
often, especially after sneezing or
coughing, using soap and water or a
alcohol rub.

3. Wipe surfaces like doorknobs usin
aregular cleaner

4. If you're sick with flu-like symp-
toms, even if you don't feel sick
enough to go to the docistay home
from work or school to avoid giving

the virus to someone else.

The new law is expected to
affect about 17,000 of the state's 80,0
restaurants, many of them fast-food
outlets that initially resisted the

New Federal Credit Card Restrictions Signed Into Law

On June 10, President Barack Obama
recently signed into law bipartisan
legislation that will put new restrictions on
the credit card industry with the goal of
reducing for consumers the financial risks
associated with credit cards.

The Credit Card\ccountability Responsi-
bility and DisclosuréAct of 2009 (H.R.
627) was approved by a large majority of
Congress late last month due at least in
part to prevailing concerns over the
struggling economy and rising consumer
debt.

The legislation is aimed at protecting the
nation's more vulnerable credit card users
those struggling to pay off debt and thus
subject to higher penalties, fees and
interest rates.

Specifically the new law includes the
following consumer protection measures:
Cardholders must be provided notice

45 days in advance of any interest rat¢

increase.

Card companies are prohibited from
raising interest rates on a customer's
existing balance unless payments are
least 60 days overdue. Such an increal

if the customer provides six months of
subsequent on-time payments.
Card companies must first apply
excess payments (those above the
minimum payment requirement) to thg
portion of the customer's balance that
has the highest interest rate.

Bans the use of payment deadlines th
fall on the weekend, that vary from
month to month, or that fall in the
middle of the day

Requires customers to "opt-in" to
over-the-limit transactions if fees are

companies can impose such fees.

Card companies must provide accoun|
terms in plain language to consumers
issuance and make the terms availabldg
online for each account.

The sum impact of these provisions is
hoped to be a lessening in the severity arn
frequency of consumer credit card debt al
its associated expenses, an especially
popular goal during these troubling
economic times. The law goes into effect
February 2010.

California Continues to Lose
Manufacturing Jobs

Another sad economic news is that

California has been losing manufactui-

ing jobs faster than comparable state
according to a new report that argues
it is possible and necessary to arrest
the decline of a sector that pays an
average wage of $66,200 a year

"There is hope for California, but we
don't have too much time," said Perry|
Wong of the Milken Institute, which
was commissioned to conduct the
report by the California Manufacturers
and TechnologyAssociation.

Wong said the study found that the

state lost nearly 26 percent of its tota
manufacturing employment from 1990
to 2007, and 35 percent of its high-teg
jobs.

The 96-page report said that competi-
tion from cheap foreign factories
cannot solely explain California's
losses. The analysis found that seve
other states-Arizona, Indiana, Kansa
Minnesota, Oregorexas and
Washington-lost just 3.6 percent of
their total manufacturing employment
from 1990 to 2007, and 13 percent of
their high-tech jobs.

The study also shows state policies
and incentives have to explain at leas
part of the differences in job losses
between California and its U.S.
competitors.

The report is not specifically con-
nected to any bill, but manufacturers
ultimately want lawmakers to change
state policies that, they sdyll jobs.

For instance, California makes compa:
nies pay sales tax on new factory
equipment, a practice followed by only
two other state3Myoming and South
Carolina.

About 1.3 million Californians still hold
manufacturing jobs, or 9.1 percent of

current state figureé\s recently as
2000, manufacturing accounted for 12.8
percent of all payroll jobs in the state,
according to the Milken Institute

report.

Factory jobs are worth special
attention in the creation of state policy
because they command higher-than-

h average wages. Based on 2007 data,

the average California factory worker
earned $66,200 versus an overall
statewide average wage of $54,500.
The report, which is available at
milkeninstitute.org, found the steepest
declines occurring in high-tech
manufacturing, which paid an even
higher average wage of $115,000 in
2007.

Although the state is gaining some
manufacturing jobs, these are mainly in
lower-value industries like beverage,
food, dairy and cement.

The report praised some steps
competing states had used to boost
factory jobs. Kansas provides tax
credits and other assistance to help
employers train worker§Vashington
has created an Office of Regulatory
Assistance to streamline the approval
of big projectsArizona has created a
unigue tax credit to reward angel
investors in high-tech staCalifornia
must now take the necessary steps to
compete with our neighboring states.
